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Common Core & The New
Florida State Standards

Everyone wants to know what's going to
happen concerning the new Florida State
Standards and why the changes were
necessary in the first place? To be
competitive in the job market today,
students must not only have a greater
amount of knowledge, they must already
have gained job experience in their
chosen and related fields.

This is where Common Core enters the
picture. The Common Core State
Standards establish clear, consistent
guidelines for what every student should
know and be able to do in Math and
English language arts from kindergarten
through 12" grade. The standards were
drafted by experts and teachers from
across the country and are designed to
ensure students are prepared for today's
entry-level careers, freshman-level college
courses, and workforce training programs.
Common Core focuses on developing the
critical-thinking, problem-solving, and
analytical skills students will need to be
successful.

Common Core is not a curriculum. It is a
clear set of shared goals and expectations
for what knowledge and skills will help our
students succeed. Local teachers,
principals, superintendents, and others will
decide how the standards are to be met.
Teachers will continue to devise lesson
plans and tailor instruction to the individual
needs of the students in their classroom:s.
The Florida Department of Education
decided to make the Common Core
standards more rigorous implementing a
total of 99 changes including the addition
of calculus, cursive writing, and other skills
identified as important in all subject areas.
They renamed the new standards the
Florida Core Standards. The new standards
set expectations for student achievement
at each grade level. They also require
students to show they understand what
they've learned.
